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 MACON, GEORGIA -  A crowd of 

teens, parents and locals witnessed 

a simulation of this fast-paced 

emergency rescue process as part 

of the Macon Teen Driving 

òRoadeo,ó an all-day event Saturday 

meant to educate teens about safe 

driving. 

òOur motto is ôsaving children of the 

world,õó said Gregory Bushway, a 

board member of the Macon Ki-

wanis Club, which partnered with 

the Governorõs Office of Highway 

Safety to host the event. òThereõs a 

need in the community to educate 

teens and improve their driving 

skills.ó 

During the simulation, firefighters 

used the Jaws of Life to remove the 

door of a wrecked car, allowing 

emergency medical technicians to 

get to the patient. The real show-

stopper arrived when a medical 

helicopter landed in the parking lot 

of the Hutchings Career Center, 

where the event was held. 

Even though it was just a simula-

tion, these kinds of situations can 

be all too real. 

Groups of participants rotated 

through 18 stations, each focusing 

on a different safety issue, ranging 

from seat belts, to tire changes, to 

blind spots. 

Bruce Stanford, an instructor with the 

Georgia Public Safety Training Cen-

ter, taught teens how to maneuver a 

skidding or hydroplaning car. 

òDonõt use jerky or rapid movements, 

and avoid dramatic weight shifts,ó he 

said. òThatõll just make it worse.ó 

Teens were able to drive through sev-

eral obstacle courses that tested 

their skills in steering, braking, park-

ing and reversing. As Warner Robins 

High School sophomore Andrea 

Blackshear waited her turn at the 

wheel, she admitted that she still has 

problems backing out of parking 

spaces. 

For young and inexperienced drivers 

especially, it is important to slow 

down, concentrate and be aware of 

other drivers, said Sgt. Brad Wolfe, a 

member of the Specialized Traffic En-

forcement Patrol. 

Wolfe led a demonstration that showed 

teens how alcohol affects a personõs 

sensory perception. While wearing gog-

gles that distort vision to simulate drunk-

enness, the students were asked to walk 

in a straight line. Only a few of them 

could even stand up straight. 

At another station, students attempted 

to drive golf carts through an obstacle 

course while texting on a cell phone. 

The result was not pretty. 

Elijah Broughman, an 18-year-old How-

ard High School student, admitted that 

he sometimes texts and drives, though 

he might not after Saturday. 

Distracted driving can be just as danger-

ous as impaired driving, Wolfe said. 

òJust slow down, be considerate of other 

drivers, and weõd all be a lot better off,ó 

he said.

 At Christmas, food 

and Christmas cheer 

were distributed to 

which the club do-

nated $100 to cover 

expenses.

With the 

departure of A.K. Smith, 

Alex Yule assumed the du-

ties of club secretary and 

was to become an impor-

tant member in subsequent 

years. 

The club again sponsored 

an Art Show of Canadian 

artists in St. Jamesõ Hall; 

1400 attended. The club 

also sponsored art classes 

for children at the local 

library and supplied the 

necessary supplies. 

The closing of the year saw 

the continual growth of 

community support for 

Kiwanis without which 

plans for future activities, in 

a time of increasing hard-

ships, would have ended in 

failure. 

Colonel Tom Mayberry 

(Agriculture Committee) 

introduced a novel way to 

keep twenty-one boys oc-

cupied by having them com-

pete in a potato growing 

contest. Individual Ki-

wananians donated a bushel 

of potatoes to a boy and 

received a bushel in return 

when the crop was har-

vested. Both partners bene-

fited handsomely. The com-

mittee presented prizes to 

the most successful boys.          

 In 1932. Fred Adams was 

elected to the first of his 

two years as President of 

the club. 

This year, generally re-

ferred to as a year of con-

solidation, was actually a 

year in which Kiwanis 

fought for its existence, not 

only in Canada, but more 

noticeably in the United 

States where clubs dropped 

out of existence at a star-

tling rate.
